• At any time if you wish to change your non degree enrollment status, you will need to reapply for   
   admission as a degree-seeking student and submit all required supplemental items. You will not  
   be able to register for classes as a degree-seeking student until you have completed the application  
   process and have been offered admission as degree-seeking student.

The state  
 of Alabama is a member of NC-SARA, and UAH is an approved NC-SARA institution. If you are pursuing a 100% online program,  
 or choose to take all courses online, please ensure that you are residing in a participating NC-SARA state. Please note, the state of   
 California does not participate in the SARA agreement at this time; therefore, students residing in this state cannot pursue an online 
 degree or online courses.
