Accessibility Applications

*The apps in yellow are also available on the Android market
Communicate:

· Proloquo2Go: Provides a full-featured augmentative and alternative communication (AAC) solution for people who have difficulty speaking with the use of symbols, text-to-speech, and a large vocabulary.

· Sono Flex: AAC (augmentative and alternative communication) vocabulary app that offers language to nonverbal users by turning symbols into clear speech.

· Locabulary: AAC application that provides words and phrases based on a GPS location. 

· Voice4u: AAC application that provides images that help improve language for those who may have difficulty communicating. 

· TapToTalk: AAC application that seems like a fun game by providing pictures which can be tapped on to hear the word or phrase. 

· Talk To Me 100: AAC application for those who are learning to communicate or have difficulty doing so, this application can help bridge the gap by the user pushing buttons and tapping on images which allows for words and phrases to be seen, heard, and explained.

· Core Words: AAC application that focuses on language development in stages through language objectives to help those with language delays. 

· OneVoice: Customizable AAC application that supports multiple languages. Helps kids put together sentences with icons which can then be read aloud, helps them make choices, etc.

· SoundingBoard: Customizable application that provides boards that use AbleNet symbols to help those with communication needs.

· Talk Tablet: Customizable AAC application that provides colorful icons and symbols and even a message option where the user can put together sentences and have it played back to them. 

Follow A Schedule:

· First Then: A visual schedule application created for caregivers of people who need communication assistance, have developmental delays, and/or need a structured daily atmosphere. Images are provided for certain daily events and the application even includes step-by-step instructions for some activities. 

· Scheduler: Application that assists with keeping up with and managing your shift schedule or daily schedule.

· ChoiceBoard-Creator: Customizable application that provides boards for those with communication needs and that also provides activities to strengthen vocabulary, and shapes and number recognition.

· iPrompts: Visual application that assists those who may have language and behavioral needs through the use of pictures, a timer, and a choice activity to help those who aren't able to voice their selections.

Build Social Skills: 

· Model Me Going Places: Educational visual application that assists children or those with certain disabilities to journey into the community and helps them see how to behave appropriately for each location through picture slideshows.

· Social Skills Sampler (Conover): Educational application that can be used to teach independent social skills through the use of videos with demonstrations from actual people and children.

· Body Language: Visual application that uses pictures of body gestures and postures to assist in figuring out what someone is silently communicating with their bodies.

· Micro-Expression Trainer: Application that uses pictures and descriptions to demonstrate the most seven typical emotions: “anger, contempt, disgust, fear, happiness, sadness, and surprise”. Includes a game that helps someone recognize emotions as they flash across others faces.

· Social Skill Builder: Application that uses videos to teach daily social skills including skills for language.

· Hidden Curriculum: This is actually two separate applications. You can either purchase the one designed specifically for children or the one for adolescents and adults. These applications provides descriptions of everyday social necessities that may be unclear and/or not obvious. 

Improve My Behavior:

· Visual Cue: This application comes in a lite version or a full. Perfect application for visual thinkers that uses pictures, instructions, and a customizable schedule. Also includes a choice menu for the non-verbal to express what they would like.

· Kid Behavior: Application that helps parents, teachers, and/or caregivers that helps you organize and list a child's behavior as well as reward up to five stickers on a virtual chart for each individual behavior.

· iReward: Application that provides a behavioral chart for children on which you can rate each behavior with a certain amount of stars to help improve positive behavior and motivate the children.

· Atimer: Application that helps children understand the concept of time with the use of a timer as well as assure them that they are indeed getting the right amount of play time in correlation to the right amount of homework time.

· Reward Chart: An application that uses charts to help reward and encourage positive behavior in children.

· Cyber Bullying: This application teaches children about cyber bullying and what they should do if ever in the situation. Also, it includes a section for parents on how to determine if their children are being cyber bullied and tips on how they can help.

Write A Story:

· Pictello: Application that assists with creating stories that can include pictures, text, and even audio.

· Book Creator: Application to create books on your device that can be read and shared.

· Stories2Learn: Application to create stories that can be used for education reasons such as to teach social skills.

· StoryKit: Application used to create books. Children can even add their own illustrations.

Increase My Independence:

· Chore Pad: An application to organize and assign chores to each family member. Also includes a rewarding system.

· HowCast: Application that allows user to look up and watch videos for instructions on just about anything! Kids are bored and you want to help them learn origami? HowCast has a video for that among many other activities!!

· Visual Impact: Applications that allows user to download instructions for just about any activity.

· Delta Zeta Life Skills Crib Sheet: Application that keeps users updated with current Delta Zeta news, but also provides crib sheets (a.k.a. cheat sheets) on many topics.

Record My Voice:

· PuppetPals: Application to create your own puppet shows with audio and animation. Shows can be recorded for playback.

· Disney Spotlight Karaoke: Application that helps users sing along with their favorite songs! Users are also able to record and save performances as well as sync iTunes library.

· Talking _____ (Tom, Harry, Rex, Larry, News, etc.): Application that provides a character that will repeat back in their own voice whatever the user says aloud. The messages can be recorded and saved. 

Practice Writing/Fine Motor Skills:

· Drawing Pad: This application is like a virtual mini-art studio. It gives you many options to create your own art masterpiece such as crayons, paint brushes, stickers, etc. 

· Connect Dots: The mobile device version of the fun childhood game.

· iWriteWords: Application that makes learning handwriting fun with the use of a game.

· ABC Phonics: This app goes over flash cards focusing on spelling, phonics, the alphabet, numbers, sounds, and reading with your child.

· Shape Builder: This application is basically a virtual puzzle. The user takes the shapes provided and fills them into the silhouette puzzle. The application also focuses on animal noises, sounding out letters, numbers, learning fruits and vegetables, and also fun pictures.

· Mazes: Multiple mazes to be solved by creating a path with your finger.

· Draw Race: Application that allows users to create their own race by drawing their desired path on the screen with their finger. 

· Alli's Jigsaw Puzzle: Multiple classic jigsaw puzzles to solve.

Relax With A Game:

· Shrek Kart: Go on your own fairy tale adventure as the character Shrek!

· Phineas and Ferb Arcade: This app includes four different games to play with the characters from Disney's hit TV show Phineas and Ferb.

· Temple Run: Go an exciting obstacle race and earn rewards and points!

· Trace: This is an application where you draw your own path to get past obstacles and reach the goal on each level.

· SpongeBob Marbles & Slides: Help SpongeBob and his friends try to stop Plankton from stealing the Krabby Patty recipe by facing obstacles throughout the world of Rock Bottom.

· World's Hardest Game: Fight your way through the difficult obstacles with different colored balls on your way to the Green Zone.

Literacy Skills:

· Sight Words!: This application includes three fun games to help children learn sight words.

· Simplex Spelling: This application works on improving spelling and reading by explaining why each word is spelled a particular way.

· WillSpell: This application makes learning to spell fun by creating your own spelling tests.

· Sentence Builder: This application is to assist children in learning how to put sentences together and making them grammatically correct.

· Rainbow Sentences: This application helps children learn how to make grammatically correct sentences by color-coding the different parts of a sentence.

Word Games:

· Bookworm: Link the block letters to one another to create words to keep the bookworm happy and earn points.

· iSpellBetter: Fun spelling game for all ages and spelling levels.

· SAT Word Slam: Educational application that teaches useful SAT words with poems and other fun memory clues. 

· Words with Friends: A fun word game that you can play in competition with other friends.

· Scramble with Friends: From the same company as Words with Friends, this is an on-the-go version of Scramble!

· Jumble: This application is available in either a Lite or a Classic version. Jumble is a fun word puzzle game.

· WordLadder: Another fun word application where you use clues to solve the word ladder.

· Spell Tower: Connect letters in the grid to make words and earn points.

Reading:

· Voice Over: Not an actual application, but rather a setting in your iPhone. Go to the settings menu, select general, select accessibility, select Voice Over, and turn it on. With this setting, you can select almost any kind of text on your phone or in the web and have it read aloud to you.

· iBooks: Application version of an e-reader. Browse the iBookstore to find your favorite books for purchase. Store your books on a visual bookshelf. Open the books to read at anytime and even highlight texts and include notes.

· Nook: Application version of an e-reader. Browse the Nook store for books, download them at anytime and anywhere, and read them on your device!

· Kindle: Application version of an e-reader. Browse the Kindle store online for books, download them at anytime, and read them on your device!

· Read2Go: A DAISY e-reader that with a Bookshare membership you can download and read books.

· Blio: An e-reader application that allows you to download and read books. This application has more than just novels available. Also, has travel books, cookbooks, how-to guides, textbooks, etc.

· Learning Ally Audio: This application makes reading possible for those who may have reading and learning difficulties. Learning Ally Memberships are required for the use of this app to download DAISY-formatted audiobooks.

· OverDrive Media Console: Application that gives you access to your local library's e-book and audiobook selection.

· Stanza: Download books to read on your device or transfer other formats to your device such as ePub, PDF, Comic Book Archive, etc.

Writing:

· American Wordspeller: Not sure how to spell a certain word? With this app, you can find out! Just type in a few letters of how the word sounds like it would be spelled and a few options will pop up! Each word will have a short definition to insure that you have the right word!

· AppWriter: Text editor application for those who have reading and writing disabilities. Contains special font to help those with dyslexia distinguish between each separate letter.

· Merriam-Webster Dictionary: The device version of the popular dictionary with a voice search option so you don't have to spell out the word, thesaurus, example sentences, etc.

· Dictionary.com: The device version of the popular dictionary and thesaurus website.

· Dragon Dictation: Voice recognition application that transfers your speech into text and e-mail messages as well as status updates.

· Typ-O: This application transfers your speech to text as well as fixes spelling mistakes.

· Writing Prompts: Want to write, but have no idea what to write about? Writing Prompt has hundreds of creative ideas for you to write about!

· Abilipad: This application is multiple tools combined into one: text-to-speech, a notebook with word prediction, a customizable keyboard, etc. There is also the option of having your work read back to you to make sure it sounds okay and there are no errors!

Graphic Organizers:

· iCardSort: Application that helps you easily and quickly save and organize any brainstorming ideas.

· Idea Sketch: This application allows you to draw a diagram and then convert it to text or the other way around. This can be used for anything whether it is making a grocery list or brainstorming.

Note Taking:

· PaperPort Notes: Mobile way to take notes on your device. Share notes, combine documents, turn audio into text, etc. Import photos and write notes on them.

· Notability: Take notes with your device through handwriting, PDF files, audio, etc.

· Sound Note: An application for taking notes during lectures, meetings, etc. You can draw and type while it records audio. Transfer files to your computer or share them via e-mail.

· Audio Note: Record audio while taking notes. 

Learn:

· iTunes U: With this application, you have access to free courses and educational content from many universities. 

· YouTube: Application version of the website. Search and watch videos uploaded by users.

· ShowMe Interactive Whiteboard: Turn your device into a whiteboard. Record what you write on the board as well as record audio. Save and then share!

· Educreations Interactive Whiteboard: Write on the board, upload pictures, and record your voice. Great for education lessons, sports plays, etc.

· Khan Academy: This application gives you access to thousands of free videos on numerous topics.

· Blackboard Mobile: The device version of Blackboard Learn. Keep up with your available classes and their content.

Study:

· Evernote Peek: Choose a subject and pick a notebook about it either from your collection or from certain publishers. Peek under the cover to see a clue, solve it, and then raise the cover completely to see the answer.

· gFlash+:  Application to study with flashcards. You can create, download, and change flashcards to suit your studying needs. 

· iFlash Touch: This application gives you access to the flashcards that you have created with iFlash. 

· Quiz Me: With this application, you can download flashcard sets from Quizlet or easily make your own. Contains three different ways to study your flashcards: Flashcard, Learn, or Test.

· StudyBlue: You can make flashcards with pictures as well as text. You can also save class notes. 

Organized:

· Evernote: Stay organized with this application by syncing notes and documents from all of your devices. Create, edit, and share files. Record audio. 

· OneNote: This is a note-taking application through Microsoft. 

· Class Organizer: Keep all of your classes organized! Record audio, take notes, keep up with due dates, assignments, and grades. 

· SpringPad: With this app, use smart notebooks to keep up with things and stay organized. You can make private notebooks, share notebooks, or make some public.

· Daily Notes: With this app, you can turn your device into a beautiful journal. You can take notes or use it as a diary.

· Awesome Note: Never forget another brilliant idea. Keep up with your busy calendar. Plan your day and projects. Keep a daily journal.

· InClass: Organize and share your notes and schedule. Audio recording.

Keep Dates Straight:

· iCalendar: Calendar installed on your iPhone. Store due dates and set alarms.

· Remember the Milk: Keep up with your to-do list and calendar and never forget the milk again!

· EasyTask Manager: A task manager for your device to help you keep up with day-to-day tasks and schedules. You can also sync the application on multiple devices.

· myHomework: Use this application to keep up with all your class schedules and due dates.

· iHomework: This application provides you one place to keep up with everything you need for the school year. Track due dates, watch your grades, etc.

Cognitive Exercises:

· Cut the Rope: Cut pieces of rope, go through obstacles, and catch stars to keep the little monster happy and fed.

· Get Me Out: A puzzle game where you must move blocks around in order to release the red block.

· Catcha Mouse: A easy, but fun and challenging game where you have to find tricky ways to corner the mouse.

· Angry Birds: The Angry Birds have special powers that you use in order to defeat the greedy pig. 

· I Say: A game that tests your visual and audio memory.
