Objectives
The goal of this course is for students to experience live concert attendance in a directed context.

Description
Concert attendance is an indispensable aspect of a student's music education. This course

involves attending Music Forums from 9:35-10:35 on Thursday mornings, plus a minimum of
eight approved outside concerts or recitals each semester. These eight performances must
include at least four in which the student is not performing.

Music majors must pass this course a minimum of seven times before graduating. Transfer
music majors who attend UAH for less than seven semesters must pass this course each semester
they are enrolled in music classes at UAH.

Music minors must pass this course a minimum of four times before graduating. Transfer music
minors who attend UAH for less than four semesters must pass this course each semester they
are enrolled in music classes at UAH.

Evaluation

Course evaluation is pass/fail. In order to pass the course, the student must attend a minimum of
eight outside concerts and must not miss more than two Music Forums. The deadline for concert
attendance is the last class day of the semester.
