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Shikarpur, Pakistan 2  Victims of
Pakistan's deadly floods mobbed relief
trucks carrying food Tuesday and
authorities in the northwest warned of
famine unless the region's farmers got
immediate help with planting new crops.

The floods began three weeks ago,
but there is little sign conditions are
improving for 20 million people - or one in
nine Pakistanis - who are affected. Tens
of thousands of villages remain under
water, and officials fear that more flooding
could be on the way.

The already shaky and unpopular government has been sorely tested by the disaster, which is
complicating the U.S.-backed campaign against Islamist militants. The international community
IS rushing water, medicine, shelter and aid workers to the country, but aid groups and the
British government have complained that the response has been too slow and not generous

enough.
