With its location high on the bluffs of the Eastern Shore of Mobile Bay, Fairhope has Iong been known for its lovely
parks, rich with moss-draped live oaks, its sweeping panoramic views of Mobile Bay, and its charming, flower be-
decked downtown. Based on a spirit of cooperative individualism, the Single Tax Colony established in 1894 at-
tracted supporters and financial backers from around the country, drawing an eclectic assemblage of industrious,
creative, and free-thinking people to the area, and has become a haven for writers, artists, ecologists and progres-
sive thinkers. If it's impossible to throw a rock in Huntsville without hitting an engineer or scientist, then you cer-
tainly couldn't throw a rock in Fairhope without hitting a best-selling novelist!

Forty-four OLLI members took advantage of the oppor-
tunity to travel to Beckwith Conference Center to listen
to tales (and jokes) from authors, Judith Richards,
Terry Cline, and Sonny Brewer. During the only rain-
storm to mar the weekend, the group was cool and dry
and being entertained by Wanda Johnson, a local sto-
ryteller. Not all our pursuits were literary, however.
Ecologist/Naturalist Jennifer Dixon of Coastal Wonders
vividly introduced us to the inhabitants of the area's
estuaries and grasses. Favorites of the crowd were
the albino corn snake, the baby alligator, and a very
speedy turtle. In the course of the evening, we also
found out, via a bingo game, which OLLI members
were scuba certified, had dyed their hair an unusual
color, had taught English, and could make cheese- .
