Yaa Gyasi was born in Ghana and moved with her family to Huntsville where she grew up and attended
school. Her father, Kwaku Gyasi is Associate Professor of French at the University of Alabama in
Huntsville. Dr. Gyasi has presented courses for the OLLI program at UAH on literature in West Africa.

Dr. Kwaku Gyasi will present a course during the coming Winter Term to discuss his daughter’s
book and to provide historical background about the Fante and Asante nations as they face the slave
trade occurring in West Africa.
