How much are tutors paid?

What are the qualifications of a tutor?
e  Currently enrolled UAH student

e  Completion at UAH of the particular course for which tutoring will be performed, earning at least a “B”
e 3.0 or higher GPA and good academic standing

o Good interpersonal communication skills and ease in relating to people from a variety of educational, cultural and social
backgrounds

o Evidence of excellence in responsibility, reliability and punctuality

e  Strong verbal and written communication skills

e  Current enrollment in at least 12 credit hours as a UAH student
