+  Visit uah.edu/getstarted for instructions on accessing your student accounts, setting your UAH password,
and configuring multi-factor authentication. These steps must be completed within 30 days of being
admitted to avoid being locked out of your student accounts.

Provide Emergency Contact Information: If an emergency arises that impacts you as an individual, UAH will refer to your emergency
contact information. It is important to enter an emergency contact under “Personal Information” in your myUAH account.

If you wish to change your non-degree enrollment status at any time, you will need to reapply for admission
as a degree-seeking student and submit all checklist items. You will not be able to register for classes as a
degree-seeking student until you have completed the application process and have been offered admission
as a degree-seeking student.

Services
include, but are not limited to, physicals for pre-employment for nursing school, vaccinations, treatment of
acute illness, health counseling, and preventative health exams. The fee for an office visit is $10.
