•	 If you are currently enrolled at another college, you much submit a final copy of your transcript to the 

Office of Admissions as soon as possible to ensure timely evaluation of transfer credit. 
•	 Upon admission, transcript evaluations will be completed as early as possible, but no later than the first 

semester of your enrollment. 
•	 Once evaluation is complete, you may view your credit on your Academic Transcript through your 

myUAH account.
